Washington D.C. – The 2009 Meetings Quest Fall Series schedule has been finalized, with a total of eight show site locations.

With more than 25 years of experience in hosting and producing the Meetings Quest Tradeshows, Meetings Quest is pleased to take the one-day industry trade show event to Denver, CO for the first time.

Meetings Quest has also added Anaheim, Dallas and St. Louis back into the Fall Series line-up.  After taking a two year hiatus from these cities, Meetings Quest is excited to be back in these major markets to re-introduce the shows in markets in which Quest is already established.  2009 will mark the 11th annual event in California, the 13th annual event in Texas, and the 7th annual event in Missouri.

And the return to these cities has paid off thus far, with attendee pre-registration at an average of 20% above the pre-registration numbers from 2006, the year in which Meetings Quest last held events in Anaheim, Dallas, and St. Louis.  Attendee pre-registration numbers are also strong in Denver, particularly in being a first-time show, and an increase of 10 – 15% in pre-registration for the other five Meetings Quest Tradeshows, from last year.
The 2009 Meetings Quest line up, with the addition of a new show city and the return to past locations, is in conjunction with Meetings Quest’s goal to allow all regions throughout the country to experience and benefit from the longest running, one-day, educational trade show series.

Meetings Quest continues to keep the valuable time of both attendees and exhibitors in mind, with their one-day format and focus on networking in a relaxed, yet business-like atmosphere.
